See the Normandy American
Cemetery and Memorial established—out of
necessity—just two days after the invasion. Pay
tribute to WWII troops at the Caen Mémorial,
one of Europe’s top history museums. Exhibits
and films document the events that led up to
the war and the Normandy invasion.

Day 5: Normandy region | Brittany region

— Visit the D-Day beaches of Normandy and see
the Pointe du Hoc, American Cemetery, and
Arromanches.

— Visit the Caen Memorial.

— Continue on to St. Malo.
