The New York Times building was established here
in 1904, and to celebrate the New Year, a fireworks
display was organized. It was a close call, however,
when one of the fireworks nearly lit a neighboring
building on fire. As a result, the decision was made
to switch to dropping a ball on the New Year instead
(an old time-signaling system from the Navy). This
tradition continues to this day, now attracting
millions of spectators.

CENTRAL PARK

Central Park is not your ordinary city park. It is 843 acres of trees, paths, man-made lakes, bridges, woods, and, of course,
people. The park was designed in the mid-1800s by Frederick Law Olmsted and Calvert Vaux for a design competition to create
a large green space in the middle of Manhattan where people could relax, unwind, and get back in touch with nature, even if just
for an afternoon. These days, when the sun is shining, New Yorkers and tourists flock to Central Park to picnic, skate, stroll, toss
frisbees, paddle in the lake, or just relax and watch the people go by.
