What you'll experience on your tour

Day 1: Fly overnight to South Korea

Day 2: Seoul

— Meet your Tour Director at the airport in Seoul,
a contemporary city that stays close to its
ancient roots.

Day 3: Seoul | Busan

— Immerse yourself in Korean media art, culture,
and music (you can even make your own
K-pop video!) at the interactive HIKR Ground.

— Visit the Fushimi Inari-taisha Shrine, located
near the base of the Inari mountain and
originally constructed to honor the god of rice.
