Look for the golden 
weathervane, which resembles archangel Gabriel, atop the 
323-foot Campanile (Bell Tower). At the pink-and-white Doge’s 
Palace, see where mighty Venetian dukes once ruled. Stroll over 
the Bridge of Sighs, which links the palace to a prison. As they 
crossed the bridge, prisoners supposedly sighed with sadness 
as they regarded their beautiful city for the last time.

I.M. Pei’s iconic glass pyramid marks the entrance 
to the renowned Louvre, home to treasures like Leonardo 
da Vinci’s Mona Lisa. Then catch a glimpse of Notre-Dame 
Cathedral.
