Nearby, the Roman Forum
marks the former heart of the Roman Empire.
Julius Caesar gave many of his great political
speeches there. On your visit to Vatican City,
marvel at Michelangelo’s breathtaking ceiling in
the Sistine Chapel and look out for the colorful
uniforms of the Swiss Guard, protectors of the
Vatican City. Before you say arrivederci, toss a
coin into the Trevi Fountain to ensure a return
trip to the Eternal City.

Then, for a special keepsake, drop a
postcard in the mail before you go, complete
with a stamp from the world’s smallest country.

From
Michelangelo’s frescoes to Raphael’s
tapestries, Pope Sixtus IV commissioned the
masters of the day to cover nearly every inch
of the Chapel in art depicting important
Biblical scenes.
