Day 1: Fly overnight to Italy

Day 2: Rome
–	�Meet your Tour Director at the airport in Rome,

–	Visit the San Lorenzo Market.

Day 6: Florence | Madrid
– ����Fly to Madrid, the capital of Spain.

time to Spain’s Golden Age at Plaza Mayor 
and learn about this grand square’s history 
of bullfights, royal weddings, and public 
executions. Then stroll through Puerta del Sol, 
the heart of the city.

Day 7: Madrid | Toledo

include a: museum; theater.
–	�Take a day trip to Toledo.

Batlló and Casa Milà. These iconic buildings, 
designed by Antoni Gaudí, showcase his 
unique style and innovative designs.
