Day 1: Fly overnight to England

Day 2: London
–	�Meet your Tour Director at the airport in 

London, a city of 8 million people that has 
become one of the world’s great melting pots 
while maintaining a distinct character that’s all 
its own. From the London Bridge to the Houses 
of Parliament, Great Britain’s royal tradition 
and rich history greet you at every turn. Admire 
architectural marvels like the Baroque domes 
and spires of St. Paul’s Cathedral, the 17th-
century church designed by Sir Christopher 
Wren. Check out the lively five-way intersection 
at Piccadilly Circus as well as Hyde Park’s 
urban greenery. You may even get a chance to 
witness the ceremonial Changing of the Guard. 
And don’t forget to snap a picture of Big Ben 
from the banks of the River Thames.

–	�Take a walking tour of London: The Strand; 
Trafalgar Square; Leicester Square;  
Covent Garden.

Day 3: London
–	�Take a guided tour of London: Big Ben and 

Houses of Parliament; Piccadilly Circus; St. 
Paul’s Cathedral; Changing of the Guard at 
Buckingham Palace (if scheduled).

– �Time to explore more of London or 
 �visit Windsor Castle.

Day 4: Bath region
–	�Travel to the Bath region.
–	�Visit Salisbury Cathedral and view the original 

magna carta.
–	�Visit Stonehenge, the United Kingdom’s most 

mysterious landmark. This configuration 
of massive boulders seems to rise out of 
nowhere on the misty hills of Wiltshire. Legend 
holds that Merlin built this ring of stones, 
and many remain captivated by accounts of 
Stonehenge’s supernatural origins. On your 
tour, go beyond the conspiracy theories and 
unwrap the mysteries that continue to plague 
scientists and historians today: who created 
Stonehenge? How did they erect the four-
ton stones? And, most importantly, why was 
it built? While the purpose of Stonehenge 
remains unknown, many suspect that this 
4,000-year-old landmark once served as an 
ancient temple and astronomical observatory. 

Day 5: Bath region | Stratford-upon-Avon | 
Birmingham region
–	�Take a guided tour of Bath: Georgian squares; 

Roman Baths.
–	�Travel to Stratford-upon-Avon and step 

back into the Elizabethan age. Here, you’ll 
tour the half-timbered house where William 
Shakespeare was born. The playwright had 
an unmistakable influence on his hometown: 
today, Stratford-upon-Avon is home to the 
Royal Shakespeare Theatre and a premier 
destination for theater lovers worldwide. 
You’ll also visit Anne Hathaway’s Cottage, a 
picturesque farmhouse where the Bard’s wife 
spent her childhood.

–	Take a tour of Stratford-upon-Avon.
–	�Visit Shakespeare’s Birthplace.
–	�Visit the gardens at Anne Hathaway’s Cottage.

Day 6: Birmingham region | Oxford | London
–	�Travel to Oxford.
–	�Take a tour of Oxford.
–	Visit one of the Colleges of the University  
   of Oxford.
–	�Enjoy free time in Oxford.
–	Return to London.

Day 7: London
–	�Visit the Tower of London.
– �Time to explore more of London or 

 �ride the London Eye.
–	�Enjoy a fish and chips dinner.
