Day 1: Fly overnight to Brazil

Day 2: Rio de Janeiro

— Meet your Tour Director at the airport in Rio de
Janeiro, which has evolved from a Portuguese
outpost on the edge of the New World to one of
the greatest cities in South America. While here,
marvel at the elegant colonial and neo-classical
architecture that endures amid its soaring
skyscrapers. Here you'll see the the Pago
Imperial, which once served as the royal
palace and seat of government.

— Take a guided tour of Colonial Rio: colonial
architecture; Catedral Metropolitana;
Paco Imperial.

Day 3: Rio de Janeiro

— Take a guided tour of Corcovado. Board
a cog-wheel that carries you into Tijuca
National Park to the top of the 2,400-foot-tall
Corcovado (Hunchback) Mountain. This 8,000-
acre rainforest was once stripped bare of its
native vegetation by coffee and sugar cane
plantations. Today it remains one of the last
remnants of the Atlantic Rainforest that once
dominated the southern coast of Brazil. At the
top stands the statue of Christ the Redeemer,
one of the most famous images of Rio de
Janeiro. Weighing more than 1,000 tons, the
statue appears to gaze across the bay with
welcoming outstretched arms. Some say it
looks as if Christ is preparing to dive into the
waters below. From here, you can enjoy a
magnificent 360-degree view of Rio de
Janeiro’s natural beauty.

Day 4: Rio de Janeiro
— Visit a Samba school.
— Participate in a Samba lesson.
