The
buildings and artifacts left behind make this
one of the richest archaeological sites in the
world. See the fully excavated ruins of the
town’s ancient temples, forum, and theater.
Of Pompeii’s three bathhouses, the Stabian
Baths was the largest complex. Learn about
their ingenious heating method—one of the
earliest examples of its kind—that brought
hot water to visitors.

— Fly to Athens and discover the ancient city
named for Athena, goddess of war and
wisdom.
